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PRINCIPAL'S UPDATE CONTINUED
Literacy Development- 

● Read Daily: Read picture books every day. Ask questions like, 
“What do you think will happen next?” 

● Letter Recognition: Practice identifying letters through 
games, puzzles, or alphabet songs. 

● Name Writing: Help your child practice writing their name 
with crayons, markers or finger paint.

● Story Telling: After reading, ask your child to retell the story 
in their own words.

Early Math Skills:

● Counting Practice: Count everything- stairs, snacks, toys.
● Sorting Objects: Sort by color, size, or shape (e.g., socks, 

blocks)
● Number Recognition: Use flashcards, apps, or play-based 

tools to recognize numbers 1-10.
● Simple Patterns: Make patterns with colors, toys, or snacks 

(e.g., re-blue-red-blue),

Cognitive Development:
● Puzzles and Matching Games: These build memory, logic, 

and concentration.
● Play-Based Learning: Let your child explore and solve 

problems during play (e.g., building blocks, tower).
● Ask “Why” Questions: Encourage thinking and reasoning.

Language & Communication:
● Talk Often: Narrate your day and describe what you are 

doing. Sing songs and rhymes. Music helps with language.
● Follow Directions: Practice simple two-step directions.
